I. Call to order
Chris Evers called to order the regular meeting of the Town of Cusick at 6:05 on 7/09/2018 at 111 S 1st Ave, Cusick WA 99119.

II. Approval of minutes from last meeting

d. Chris Scott presented the water/sewer report indicating that he attended training last month and had learned of a couple things he did wrong and will be able to correct them. 

· He also requested to get clear water well inspected and cleaned. Will need to hire a good contractor to do work. It will cost $1590 for video feed, inspection and cleaning. Clear well is at the water treatment plant. Currently treating the water as it goes into the clear well and then into the treatment holding pond.

· Sewer pump has arrived. He worked as much as he could on a hot sunny day. 

· In order to attach the pump a seal kit is needed which will run +/- $800. Mayor Evers indicated to go ahead and purchase one.

· The Water Treatment Plant has been started back up and has been handling the high use very well. 

· The air dryer for the Water Treatment Plant is on order which will help protect the valves from moisture, the plant is moving into the right direction. It is slow going but gaining grounds.
· Town fire hydrant from 2017 order has been delivered. Another hydrant needs to be placed on order as it has been approved for 1 per year. 

· Replace meters are here. Waiting for installation. 

· At September meeting- hope to present who installs the meters. 

· 5 water leaks. Couple people not wanting to fix. Wanting them fixed by end of this week.

· Chlorine reads. Waiting for the dryer. Install valves as soon as they get here. Do we want do this last 28000$ or let it be in the bid? Would be best to do it now. Could take up to a year to put it in if waited for bid. 

· Bonnie motions

· Daniel seconds

· Gonna use the 108000$ fund from the water/sewer repair fund for the 28000$ dryer installation fee. 
e. Paul Hillestad

· Donated his time to fixing parts of the town that needed to be fixed. Paint sprayer.  25 stop bars. 8 cross walks. 2 rail road lines. Crushed glass in paint to be able to be seen in dark-light reflected. Cross walks need to be done once a year. 25 gallons of paint right now. 15 gallons next year for just cross walks. 200$ a year would take four years to replace all 16 stop signs.
